Achillea „Coronation Gold‟ A classic choice for the summer border. 36-40” tall, straight stems bear long-

lasting, flat, bright yellow flower heads June-Aug. Low, gray, feathery, aromatic 

foliage. 

ACHILLEA 'Appleblossom' -  Soft pink flowers 

ACHILLEA 'Apricot Delight' -  Chameleon-like flowers of apricot/green.  Vigorous,compact mound forming. 

ACHILLEA 'Coronation Gold' -  Grey green foliage - upright yellow flowers 3" - 4" across 

ACHILLEA 'Mary Ann' -  Soft lemon yellow flowers over silvery green foliage, compact. 

Achillea millefolium „Paprika‟ 18” compact stems bear paprika red blooms, June-July, and on and off again 

through the summer. Excellent rebloomer when deadheaded. 

Achillea millefolium „Red 

Velvet‟ 

This dark, non-fading selection from the Netherlands is regarded as one of the best 

reds to date. Beautiful, full, deep red flower heads bloom on 30” tall stems in 

summer. 

ACHILLEA 'Moonshine' -  Bright yellow flower. Deeply disected, very silver pubescent foliage, 

ACHILLEA 'Pink Grapefruit' -  Larger lavender-pink flowers over compact plants.  A Blooms of Bressingham 

variety, 
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ACHILLEA 'Pomegranate' -  Rich velvety red flowers over compact plants.  A Blooms of Bressingham variety. 

ACHILLEA 'Red Velvet' -  Velvety red flower tops that do not fade, 1‟, summer bloom 

ACHILLEA 'Saucy Seduction' -  Deep rose pink flowers on top of sturdy stems and thick foliage, a great garden 

performer, blooms longer and is shorter than most others. 

ACHILLEA 'Strawberry 

Seduction' -  

Strawberry pink flowers. Thick dark green foliage.  Vigorous, mound forming. 

ACHILLEA 'Sunny Seduction' -  Sulphur yellow flowers on sturdy stems and thick foliage, slightly earlier 

flowering. Similar to 'Mary Ann'. Blooms longer  than most others - 

Aconitum cammarum „Blue 

Lagoon®‟ 

This new compact variety grows just 12" tall with vibrant, dark blue hooded 

flowers blooming July-Aug. It has a nice, dense, branching habit with dark green 

foliage. It looks great as a container plant or in the front border. Propagation is 
prohibited. 

Aconitum carmichaelii 

„Arendsii‟ 

4‟ spikes bearing dark violet, hooded flowers Sept.-Oct. Leathery, dark green 

foliage. 

ACONITUM henryi  'Spark's 

Variety' -  

Intense dark violet blue flowers in large loose panicles (branched vs tight spike). 

ACONITUM 'Stainless Steel' -  More compact and lush, 3-4‟ spikes of steel blue flowers fading to cream at centers 

AGASTACHE    'Black Adder' -  Smoky-blue flowers all summer.  Compact growing. Tougher than most 

Agastache, overwinters better. 

AGASTACHE    'Blue Fortune' 

-  

Compact plant, produces a profusion of long lasting deep blue, chenille-like flower 

spikes. Attracts butterflies ans bees. 

AGASTACHE    foeniculum 

'Golden Jubilee' -  

Dense spikes of lavender blue flowers atop golden foliage that turns lime with age. 

Agastache „Purple Haze‟ -  This exciting, new cultivar has smoky blue violet flowers blooming en masse, July 

till frost. Plants are fairly compact, growing 2-3' tall. 

AJUGA    'Chocolate Chip' - Rich, chocolate colored leaves are elongated and only 1/2" wide. Blue flowers. A 

cute, finer textured Ajuga. Ground cover.

AJUGA    reptans 'Bronze 

Beauty' 

Shiny bronze foliage, blue flowers. Ground cover.  Invasive. 

AJUGA    reptans 'Burgundy 

Glow' 

Foliage is green with pink and white highlights.  Ground cover.  Invasive. 

AKEBIA    trifoliata                       Three leafed Akebia. Maroon brown flowers, sweet edible fruit. Fast growing vine. 

ALCEA    ficifolia 'Single Mix' A mix of yellow, copper, rose, red and white. 

ALCEA    'Queeny Purple' Semi-double purple flowers over strong, short stems.  Compact, blooms the same 

year as sown. 

ALCEA    'Queeny Red' Semi-double red flowers over strong, short stems.  Compact.  Blooms the same 

year it is sown. 

ALCEA    rosea 'Appleblossom' Fully double light pink flowers along strong stems, a lighter pink shade compared 

to Chater‟s Rose, 

ALCEA    rosea 'Black Beauty' Almost black single flower, deepest black. 

ALCEA    rosea 'Chater's 

Chamois' 

Double flowers, chamois yellow, tinged with soft pink. 

ALCEA    rosea 'Chater's Rose' Double flowers, red. 

ALCEA    rosea 'Chater's 

Scarlet' 

Double flowers, scarlet. 

ALCEA    rosea 'Chater's 

Yellow' 

Double flowers, soft yellow. 

ALCEA    rosea 'Newport Pink' Double pink 3 1/2" flowers 

ALCEA    rosea 'Peaches 'n 
Dreams' 

large fully double gorgeous soft peach-yellow powderpuff flowers, extremely 
winter hardy 

ALCEA    rosea 'Summer 
Carnival' 

A colorful display of double, deep crimson, light pink, rose, red, yellow, and white.  
Elegant old-fashioned, back of the border. 
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Alcea rosea „Indian Spring‟ An elegant mix of single and semi-double blossoms in shades of pink, deep 

burgundy and cream bloom all summer on 7‟ tall plants. A charming addition to 

any summer garden or border, combining well with a wide variety of plants. 

Alcea rosea „Old Barnyard Mix‟ 5-6‟ stems; old-fashioned form of single mixed-colored flowers. 

ALCHEMILLA    erythropoda Clusters of yellow flowers, good ground cover 

Alchemilla mollis Popular foliage plant! Gray-green, slightly hairy, hexagonal leaves. Greenish 

yellow, long-lasting flowers appear in early summer. Grows to 18". 

ALLIUM    moly 'Jeannine' Yellow flowers on short, strong stems. Improved selection of A. moly. 

ALLIUM    sphaerocephalon Dark maroon flowers on strong thin stems, will naturalize. 

Alstroemeria „Mauve Majesty‟ Developed at Cornell University, this is the first zone 5 hardy Alstroemeria! Long-

lasting, deep mauve-pink flowers bloom abundantly on long stems throughout the 

summer, making this a great plant for the cut flower garden. It grows 30" tall, 

fitting best in the middle to the back of the border. Since it is somewhat tropical in 

appearance, it combines well with Temperennials™ such as Colocasia (Taro) or 

Musa (Banana). Propagation is prohibited. 

Alyssum montanum „Luna‟ With many A. montanum cultivars available and the old stand-by Berggold 

(Mountain Gold) hard to beat, we were hesitant about „Luna‟ until we saw it 

perform for ourselves. This new introduction offers a vibrant, intense yellow 

earlier than A. montanum 'Mountain Gold', usually starting in March and going till 

June. Grows to 5". 

AMSONIA    'Blue Ice' Dark blue buds and flowers.  Dense, compact, and long blooming.  Dark green 

leaves turn brilliant yellow in fall 

AMSONIA    hubrichtii Clusters of steel-blue flowers, very fine needle-type foliage, gold to bright yellow 

fall color. 

ANEMONE    hupehensis 'Pink 

Saucer' 

Long-lived, trouble-free with wide rosy pink flowers, 24-36”, Zone 4-8 

ANEMONE    hupehensis 

'September Charm' 

Silvery-pink single flowers with the outside petals darker than the inside 

ANEMONE    hybrida 

'Honorine Jobert' 

Pure white, single flower. 

ANEMONE    multifida 

'Annabella Deep Rose' 

Deep rose-pink flowers over fine, ferny folaige.  Seed heads similar to Clematis 

seed heads. 

Anemonopsis macrophylla This woodland species has fern-like foliage and flowers that are very similar to that 

of the Japanese Anemone but with a smaller stature. Nodding, pale lavender 

flowers, with darker lavender centers, look enchanting as they bloom mid-summer 

to fall. Grows to 24-36" tall and 18" wide. Prefers a sheltered, cool location. 

Anthemis carpatica „Snow 

Carpet‟ 

6” cushion-forming plant with gray-green, hairy leaves and white flowers in 

spring. 

Anthyllis vulneraria From the Balkan mountains, mats of green foliage bear large clover heads of 

yellow-orange, May-June. Grows 6-8”. 

AQUILEGIA        'Blue Barlow' Double violet blue 

AQUILEGIA        'Christa 

Barlow' 

Double dark blue with white edges 

AQUILEGIA    buergeriana 

'Calimero' 

purple flowers with light yellow corolla, compact even spurs 

AQUILEGIA    canadensis Nodding flowers are red and yellow 

AQUILEGIA    canadensis 'Pink 

Lanterns' 

Dainty, nodding pink blooms with straw-colored inner petals, May-July, 12” 

AQUILEGIA    vulgaris 'Heidi' Pink flowers. 

Aquilegia „Songbird Series 

Mix‟ 

An early blooming floriferous cultivar, with masses of bi-colored flowers of white 

and blue, white and red, white and yellow, white and lavender, and white and pink. 

Grows 18-30”. 

Aquilegia alpina Violet-blue nodding flowers bloom on 20" tall stems May-June. 

Aquilegia caerulea „Kristall‟ One of the most stunning and beautiful cultivars! Pure white nodding flowers, with 
long spurs, are held on 24-30” tall stems through spring. 
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Aquilegia caerulea „Rose 

Queen‟ 

Pink flowers, with white corolla, bloom on 24-30" stems June-July. 

Arabis caucasica „Variegata‟ Forms a loose mat of foliage with yellow-white stripes on the leaves. White 

flowers in the early spring. 

Arabis ferdinandi-cobergii „Old 

Gold‟ 

A colorful, 2-3" alpine with yellow variegation instead of the usual white. 

Creeping but not invasive. Sprays of small, white flowers appear April-May. 

Arabis ferdinandi-cobergii 

„Variegata‟ 

Flat green and white mats, with 4-5” tall, white umbels in spring. 

Arenaria Arenaria is an excellent choice for combining with other plants, in a rock or alpine 
garden, placed in crevices of stonewalls or en masse as a groundcover. They are 

easy to grow and feature a carpet of attractive white flowers in spring and early 

summer. 

Arenaria montana This adorable alpine bears grassy, mat-like foliage with tiny, white, cup flowers 

blooming on 4-6” stems in June. 

ARMERIA    juniperifolia 'Rosa 

Stoltz' 

Tiny, grass-like clumps of dark evergreen foliage, pastel lavender button flowers 

on 3” stems, late spring-summer and again in fall 

ARMERIA    maritima 'Pink 

Lusitanica' 

Deep green grassy foliage and rich pink flowers. 

ARMERIA    maritima 

'Rubrifolia' 

Shiny red-purple foliage, deep pink flowers, good in well drained rock gardens 

Armeria juniperifolia „Bevan‟s 

Variety‟ 

A much loved alpine thrift. Virtually stemless, globular pink flower heads appear 

on 3-5” dark green, grassy mounds in early summer. 

Armeria maritima „Duesseldorf 

Pride‟ 

8-10” stems bear rose-red flowers May-June. 

Armeria pseudarmeria 

„Ballerina White‟ 

An early, abundant bloomer with umbels of white flowers blooming June-Sept. on 

short, strong stems. Grows 6-8" tall. Long blooming, with a nice uniform habit, 

compact nature and great heat tolerance. A Fleuroselect Gold Medal recipient. 

ARTEMISIA    'Powis Castle' Very finely cut silver foliage, one of the finest looking artemisia. 

ARTEMISIA    schmidtiana 

'Nana' 

Compact plant, fine textured silver foliage, silver mound. 

ARTEMISIA    stelleriana 

'Silver Brocade' 

Deeply lobed white felty leaves, 1/4" yellow flowers on 15" spikes after the second 

year, requires excellent drainage. 

Artemisia „Tiny Green‟ New diminutive alpine, 2-3” high, with mat-forming gray-green foliage and tiny, 

yellowish button flowers in summer. An especially worthy gem to plant in the 

rockery or trough. 

ARUNCUS    aethusifolius Creamy spokes of flowers, fern like foliage, dwarf, compact habit. 

ARUNCUS    dioicus Light green feathery foliage topped by ivory white plumes similar to astilbe. 

Aruncus „Misty Lace‟ Bred by Dr. Allan Armitage of the Univ. of Georgia. This cross of A. 

aesthusifolius and A. dioicus shows excellent tolerance to heat, humidity and cold 
and has a nice, compact habit growing 30" tall and 24" wide. Attractive, arching, 

cream plumes bloom on deep red stems late spring-early summer. Propagation is 

prohibited. 

Aruncus aethusifolius 10-12” creamy spikes bloom in June, over fine, 6” fern-like foliage. This dwarf 

variety makes a perfect groundcover or garden filler. 

Asperula gussonii Perfectly formed, dome-like, 2" cushions of emerald green leaves are covered with 

long, stemless, tubular pink flowers in late spring. 

ASTER    novae-angliae 
'Lachsglut' 

2" hot pink flowers slightly softer than 'Alma Potschke', tall and robust, 4‟, August-
October 

ASTER    novae-angliae 'Purple 
Dome' 

Very deep purple flower. Compact grower, no pinching. Fewer disease problems. 

ASTER    'Wood's Blue' Blue flowers.  Compact plant. Mildew resistant. 

ASTER    'Wood's Pink' Pink flowers with yellow centers. Long bloom time, 4-6 weeks. Compact plant.  
Highly mildew resistant 

Aster dumosus „Alert‟ 8-10” stems support long-blooming and colorful crimson-red daisy-like flowers in 
Sept. 

Aster novi-belgii „Winston 36” stems bear deep red daisies in fall.

'Bressingham Beauty' 

Plumes of clear pink flowers.  'Blooms of Bressingham' variety. 

ASTILBE    arendsii 'Bridal 

Veil' 

White plume on compact plant. 

ASTILBE    arendsii 'Fanal' The most requested red astilbe.  Deep red, with red early foliage. 

ASTILBE    arendsii 'Snowdrift' Short, pure white plume.  A 'Blooms of Bressingham' variety. 

ASTILBE    chinensis 'Vision in 

White' 

Thick blue-green foliage, does not burn in the sun, feathery plumes of long-lasting 

white, 

ASTILBE    japonica 

'Deutchland' 

Early blooming white.  An old favorite. 

ASTILBE    japonica 

'Montgomery' 

Dark red, full plumes. 

ASTILBE    japonica 'Peach 
Blossom' 

Salmon pink spikes. Fragrant. 

ASTILBE    simplicifolia 

'Hennie Graafland' 

Rose flowers, shiny dark green foliage. 

ASTILBE    simplicifolia 'Pink 

Lightning' 

Airy light pink plumes over shiny dark green foliage 

Astilbe „Darwin's Dream‟ A true deep pink shade with bright, shiny, dark green foliage. Dense plumes appear 

on 10” stems July-Aug. 

Astilbe „Snowdrift‟ Alan Bloom's whitest of whites. The attractive plumes rise above finely cut, fern-

like, medium green leaves in late spring. Grows to 24". 

Astilbe chinensis „Visions in 

Red‟ 

The latest addition to the „Visions‟ series, with pinkish red flowers opening from 

deep red buds. Red stems and bronze-green foliage contrast nicely. Grows 15” tall 

and blooms mid-season. Propagation is prohibited. 

Astilbe simplicifolia „Key 

Biscayne‟ 

Long blooming with showy, light rose-pink spires blooming late July-Aug. over 

shiny, dark green foliage. Grows 12-18” tall. Propagation is prohibited. 

Astilbe simplicifolia „Key West‟ A dwarf form, with deep magenta, feather-like plumes above dark green and 

burgundy foliage in summer. Great as an edging plant or for front of the border. 

Flower spikes reach 15-18" tall, with foliage to 10". Propagation is prohibited. 

ASTRANTIA  major 'Claret'                   One of the richest colored Astrantias with deep red flowers and black stems. 

Excellent for cut flowers. Moist soil 

ASTRANTIA    major 'Hadspen 

Blood'    

Heavy blooming, dark red flowers.  Foliage tinted purple.  Full sun for best flower 

color.  Best red Astrantia. 

Astrantia „Venice‟ From Future Plants, a masterwort variety as spectacular as the city it was named 

for. Gorgeous, rich burgundy flowers bloom spring through summer on 22" stems 

over rich green foliage. Has a nice, upright habit. Propagation is prohibited. 
Astrantia major „Roma‟ An exceptional, long blooming, vigorous variety. Large, silver-pink flower heads 

with deep pink centers bloom June-Sept. on 24” stems over deeply lobed, medium 

green foliage. Propagation is prohibited. 

AURINIA    saxatilis 'Summit' Compact, ground cover.  Bright yellow.  Blooms summer-fall. 

BAPTISIA    australis Blue-green 3-inch long foliage, indigo blue flowers. 

BAPTISIA    'Purple Smoke' Produces giant flower heads of dusky purple similar to lupine over grey-green 

foliage. Will grow to 4' tall and wide. Foliage is more refined than B. australis 

Baptisia Solar Flare 

Prairieblues™ ('Sola 

A selection from open-pollinated seed collected from tinctoria x alba x australis. 

Developed by Dr. Ault of the Chicago Botanic Garden for the Chicagoland Grows 

program. It's extremely vigorous with mature plants producing over a hundred 12-

18" stems covered with lemon yellow pea-like blooms beginning late May, that 

take on an orange cast with age. The color of the new blooms contrast nicely with 

the more mature orangish blooms. Has a striking, upright, vase-shaped habit, 

measuring 30-42" tall and 36-48" wide at maturity. Propagation is prohibited. 

BELLIS    perennis 'Rominette 

Mix' 

Improved form of 'Pompinette Mix'.  Flowers like button mums are red, pink 

and/or white. 
BELLIS    perennis 'Rominette 

Mix' 

Improved form of 'Pompinette Mix'.  Flowers like button mums are red, pink 

and/or white. 
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Bellis perennis „Dresden China‟ A profusion of 1/2" double pompoms of baby pink appear on this 6" compact 

English daisy in spring. 

Bellis perennis „Rob Roy‟ Deep green foliage and lovely deep crimson flowers in spring. Compact form, 

growing 4-6” tall. The best Bellis to grow. 

BERGENIA    'Bressingham 

Ruby' 

Big, glossy leathery leaves turn rich maroon with crimson undershades. Pink 

flowers. 
BERGENIA    cordifolia 

'Winterglut' 

Improved form of 'Rotblum'.  Red flowering with outstanding red Fall/Winter 

color. 

BERGENIA    'Lunar Glow'        Mutation of B. „Solar Flare‟, new leaves unfurl a creamy yellow in spring, dark 

pink flowers, burgundy red winter leaves 

BERGENIA    'Pink Dragonfly'   Small habit, medium-sized narrow leaves that are a shiny red plum color in the 

winter, large coral pink flowers in spring, 

Bergenia „Magic Giant‟ This striking bergenia hybrid truely works its magic with very large leaves that 

take on a purplish bronze cast in the winter. Rosy pink flowers bloom April-May 

on red stems. Grows up to 16" tall. 

BRUNNERA    macrophylla 

'Jack Frost'            

Silver leaves with green veins. Blue flowers in May-June. Best color is achieved if 

planted in part shade. Will tolerate dry soil and Norway maples. 

BRUNNERA    macrophylla 
'Looking Glass'      

Sport of 'Jack Frost', but almost all silver foliage. 

Brunnera macrophylla „Emerald 

Mist‟ 

This sport of B. „Jack Frost‟ has emerald green, heart-shaped leaves with sharply 

contrasting silver markings. Bright blue, forget-me-not flowers bloom in late 

spring. A “stand out” in any shady area.14-17” tall. Similar mounding habit as B. 

„Langtrees‟ with improved form. Propagation is prohibited. 

Brunnera macrophylla „Jack 

Frost‟ 

Large, heart-shaped, silver leaves are outlined by a network of green veins. 12" tall 

by 18” wide clumps are topped with tiny clusters of clear blue flowers in early 

spring. Grows more quickly and easily than B. „Variegata‟. A Sunny Border 

favorite! Propagation is prohibited. 

Brunnera macrophylla „King's 

Ransom‟ 

This sport of B. 'Jack Frost' has a slightly smaller habit than its parent with wide, 

pale yellow margins and a cream cast over its heart-shaped, silver leaves. After the 
attractive, powdery blue, forget-me-not flowers bloom in spring, the margins 

lighten up to a white coloring. Grows 10-12" tall and 12-15" wide. Lends itself to 

container planting due to its shorter stature. Propagation is prohibited. 

Brunnera macrophylla 

„Variegata‟ 

Large, heart-shaped leaves have bold white margins. Clear blue, forget-me-not 

flowers emerge in early spring. Grows 12-18" tall. 

CALLIRHOE    bushii Midwest native that thrives in average to dry soils.  Upright habit. A delicate form 

that works well in any garden, magenta flowers in June-July, 24-36”, Zone 4-9 

Caltha palustris Early spring flowering plant with large, bright yellow flowers above shiny, deep 

green leaves. Grows 12-24" tall. 

CAMASSIA    leichtlinii (Blue 

Danube) 

Dark blue flowers 

CAMPANULA    carpatica 
'Blue Clips' 

Wide upright blue flowers. 

CAMPANULA    carpatica 

'Deep Blue Clips' 

1 1/2" wide upright deep blue flowers

Similar to the species except this cultivar blooms heavily in June-July and then 

sporadically the rest of the season 

CAMPANULA    'Summertime 

Blues'      

Longest blooming campanula with masses of large lavender blue bells, clumping 

habit doesn‟t spread or reseed, spring-fall, 2‟ 

Campanula „Elizabeth‟ Beautiful, burgundy-colored, 3” tubular bells are gracefully carried on 24” stems 

July-Sept. 

Campanula „Sarastro‟ A hybrid introduced by Austrian hybridizer, Christian Kress, by crossing C. 

punctata and C. trachelium. Similar to C. „Kent Belle,‟ but grows 18” with larger, 
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3", cloche-like, pendulous violet-blue flowers. Spreads nicely, with repeat bloom. 

Campanula cochleariifolia 

„Bavaria Blue‟ 

Excellent dwarf cultivar which flowers most of the season. This dark blue, compact 

form reaches only 4-5”. 

Campanula cochleariifolia 

„Bavaria White‟ 

A spreading evergreen, this 4-5" dwarf selection provides a profusion of open, pure 

white, bell-shaped flowers throughout the summer season. 

Campanula persicifolia „La 

Bello®‟ 

Not to be confused with 'La Belle', this cultivar has white, double flowers that are 

equally as ravishing as its blue sister. Blooms May-July and grows 24-30" tall with 

an upright habit. Propagation is prohibited. 
Campanula persicifolia „Telham 

Beauty‟ 

Delicate china blue flowers bloom on 30-36” stalks from June-July. 

CARYOPTERIS    incana 'Blue 

Myth' 

Long blooming, deep blue, shorter 

CENTAUREA    montana Dark blue flowers with dark red center.  Old fashioned favorite. 

CENTAUREA    montana 

'Amethyst Dream' 

Deeper purple flowers both on the inner and outer petals, 20”.  Blooms of 

Bressingham introduction from Sahin in The Netherlands 

CENTAUREA    montana 

'Amethyst in Snow' 

Just like the old fashioned Batchelor's Button but white with a deep blue center. 

CENTAUREA    montana 'Gold 

Bouillon' 

Bright gold leaved form of the species. Produces a wonderful contrast with its blue 

flowers. Likes hot conditions 

Centaurea montana „Amethyst 

in Snow‟ 

A new flower color for an old favorite. Stunning, white bicolor flowers feature 

royal purple centers with white tubular petals July-Aug. Silvery green foliage 

forms dense, sizable masses growing up to 28" wide.

Sedum stefco This 1-2” alpine has teenie, shiny, jellybean-like, gray-green and pinkish red 

foliage with crimson-red stems. White-blushed flowers in late summer. 

Sedum telephium „Picolette‟ An exceptional new compact form that is both sturdy and upright, with gorgeous 

green foliage brushed with bronzy red and a silver cast. Masses of deep pink 

flower clusters bloom late summer to mid-fall. Grows 8-12" tall and wide. Makes 

an excellent container specimen or can be used in paths or edging. Propagation is 

prohibited. 

Sedum telephium „Sunkissed‟ Grayish green foliage has bronze undertones. Pale yellow flowers bloom en masse 

in summer as if the plant was kissed by the sun! Grows 12-24" tall and up to 12" 

wide. Propagation is prohibited. 
Sedum telephium „Xenox‟ A nice, short, compact variety with dark gray-purple foliage and warm pink 

flowers blooming Aug.-Oct. and deepening with maturity. Grows 10-14" tall. 

Propagation is prohibited. 

Sempervivum „Chivalry‟ Medium-size, fairly tight heads, with blue-green foliage and broad tips of purple-

red. 

Sempervivum „Fame‟ Impressive, medium to large rosettes produce bright, pinkish purple leaves with a 

sea green base. 

Sempervivum „Saturn‟ Rings of green, pink and red petals on medium-size rosettes. 

Sempervivum arachnoideum Small, tight, compact heads of gray-green to emerald green and characteristic 

cobwebs between leaves. 

Silene „Longwood‟ Nice, ground-hugging and cascading plant, with light green foliage and 8-10” tall 

clusters of tiny, brilliant pink flowers, deeply notched, late spring to early summer. 

Silene latifolia „Rollies 

Favorite‟ 

Light pink, bell shaped flowers held in soft clusters bloom profusely beginning in 

May and continue throughout summer. The plant will benefit if it is given a little 
shearing after its first flush of flowering which will encourage more blooms and 
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help keep the foliage looking nice and compact. Grows 10-15” tall. Propagation is 

prohibited. 

Sisyrinchium Sisyrinchium is highly regarded as an outstanding, first rate choice for the rockery, 

trough or alpine garden. These little gems are easily worked into the garden border. 

They also look lovely when placed around flagstone paths, tucked in stonewalls or 

crevices. Profuse bloomers of small clustered flowers and iris-like, carpet-forming 
foliage. 

SISYRINCHIUM    'Lucerne' 3/4" bright blue star shaped flowr with gold center. Fine iris like foliage. Excellent 

for edging. 

Sisyrinchium „California Skies‟ Growing just 8” tall, this dwarf plant forms low tufts of grass-like foliage with 

clusters of starry, light blue flowers. 

Sisyrinchium angustifolium 

„Lucerne‟ 

Bright blue, star-shaped flowers, centered gold, above fine, iris-like foliage May-

July. 

Stachys A fairly large genus, many Stachys are known as Lamb‟s Ear due to their soft, 

fuzzy leaves, however, some Stachys don‟t share this characteristic. Depending 

upon eventual height, they can be situated in the border or as an edger 

(groundcover). 

Stachys byzantina „Silver 
Carpet‟ 

Unless you love magenta, this is a better non-flowering form, with 6-10” arching, 
woolly lobes. 

Stachys monnieri „Hummelo‟ This low-growing, clumping form makes a great groundcover with its textured, 

medium green foliage and sturdy, pale pink-lavender flower spikes blooming mid-

summer. Grows 16-18" tall with an 18" spread. A great addition to any border 

planting! 

Stachys officinalis ssp. 'Nana' A very dwarf variety of Betony, growing just 3-6”. Produces globes of rose-pink 

flowers. 

STOKESIA    'Peachies Pick' Upright habit with strong stems of lavender-blue, rated one of the best for its long 

bloom time.  Named by Peachie Saxton of Mississippi, 18”.  Zone 5-9 

Stomatium mutilinum „Tiger 

Jaws‟ 

An interesting ice plant with fat, blunt leaves that appear to be toothed, hence its 

name. Golden yellow flowers in summer. 
TANACETUM    coccineum 

'Robinson's Rose' 

Large, soft pink daisy with a large yellow center.  Ferny foliage. 

THALICTRUM    

rochebrunianum 

Pale purple flowers on tall selfsupporting plants. Flowers summer. Height 3-5‟. 

Zones 4-9. Sun/Part Shade. 

Thalictrum rochebruneanum 

„Lavender Mist‟ 

6-8‟ sprays of lavender flowers bloom in summer, on dark purple stems, above low 

mounding green foliage. 

THYMUS    praecox 

'Coccineus' 

Deep rose-lavender flowers cover creeping stems. Foliage is very tiny and green. 

THYMUS    praecox 

'Pseudolanuginosus' 

Low creeping mat of tiny,"wooly" foliage.  The pubescence gives the plant a 

"silver" appearance". Flowers cover the mats and are lavender-pink. 

THYMUS    serpyllum 'Elfin' Mats of tiny dark green foliage with pink flowers cover the plant in summer. So 

low, it doesn't measure any height! 
Thymus citriodorus „Archer‟s 

Gold‟ 

Low-growing, brilliant, deep golden yellow foliage in spring and fall. Lemon 

scented. Grows up to 12" tall. 

Thymus citriodorus ssp. 

citriodorus 

Brightly variegated mats send up 3-4” stems of lavender flowers May-June. Makes 

a great aromatic lawn substitute for full sun. 

Thymus praecox „Elfin‟ Tight domes of minute leaves. It has outstanding cushions that rarely flower, 

however it's considered the finest thyme for growing in troughs. 

Thymus praecox „Highland 

Cream‟ 

Aromatic, green and gold, variegated foliage with pale pink flowers blooming in 

summer. Prostrate grower. Drought tolerant. 

Thymus praecox „Pink Chintz‟ Vigorous and aromatic. Excellent, low maintenance, creeping groundcover bearing 

long-blooming flowers of a rich salmon-pink in summer. 

Thymus praecox 
„Pseudolanuginosis‟ 

2” silver-gray, woolly mats. Lavender flowers bloom May-June. 

Thymus praecox „Roseum‟ Dense, dark green mats with light pink flowers. Grows just 2" tall, making it a 

great groundcover or filler for a stone walkway. 

Thymus praecox „Ruby Glow‟ By way of England, ruby-colored flowers bloom on 6" stems late spring-early 

summer, over flat green mats growing 4" tall. A real eye-catcher! Drought tolerant. 

TIARELLA    'Pink Skyrocket'         Shiny green foliage with a central black blotch. Pink flowers. 

Tiarella „Tiger Stripe‟ From Terra Nova Labs, this foamflower features lighter green, almost chartreuse, 

foliage with distinct red veins and pinkish white flowers in fluffy racemes 
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blooming in spring. 

Tiarella cordifolia „Running 

Tiger‟ 

An excellent performer with large mounds of light to medium green, sharply cut 

leaves that have dark purple-maroon center markings. Pinkish white flower spikes 

bloom in late spring on 18” stems. Once mature the foliage spreads, creating a nice 

groundcover. Propagation is prohibited. 

TRADESCANTIA    'Sweet 

Kate' 

Blue flowers atop bright,golden foliage making for a sharp contrast. Looks best 

with some afternoon shade to prevent leaf burn. Only 12”. 

TRICYRTIS    formosana 
'Samurai' 

Deep lavender-rose, orchid-like flowers, heavliy spotted. Foliage is intermittently 
streaked in cream. Spreads. 

TRICYRTIS    'Sinonome' Orchid-like flower is white based and heavily spotted with midnight purple 

markings, glossy dark leaves. 

Tricyrtis hirta „Miyazaki‟ Exotic, orchid-like flowers on graceful, 2-3‟ arching stems. White flowers are 

heavily spotted purple from Sept. to frost. 

Tricyrtis hirta „Raspberry 

Mousse‟ 

Flowers are 1" wide, blooming up and down the stems. Plants 2‟ tall and about 18” 

wide. Very showy. Blooms late summer, early fall with rich tones of deep 

raspberry-chocolate. Selected by Chris Hansen from our fields at Sunny Border 

Nurseries. Propagation is prohibited. 

Trollius x cultorum „Alabaster‟ A rare variety from Germany, with lightly fragrant, cream-yellow globe flowers, 1-

2" in diameter, blooming on 28-32" stems in May. The plant has a clump-forming 

habit. It looks great in shady areas where the pale flowers really pop out in contrast 
to dark shadows. It also makes a nice addition for pond or stream margins. Prefers 

a cool climate. 

VERBASCUM    'Southern 

Charm' 

Tall spikes, covered with 1" flowers in colors of apricot, cream and pink.. Long 

bloom. 

Verbascum „Blue Pixie‟ This petite form of mullein has lovely, fragrant, purplish-blue flowers blooming on 

12" tall spikes in July. Great for containers or the front of the border or bed. 

Verbascum „Pink Pixie‟ Short spikes of lightly fragrant, vivid pink flowers bloom throughout summer. 

Grows just 12" tall. 

Verbascum „White Pixie‟ Fragrant, clean white flowers bloom on 12" tall spikes in July. A nice compact 

selection that is very suitable for containers and borders. 

Veronica peduncularis „Georgia 
Blue‟ 

Round, true blue flowers on spreading, low-growing bushes to 12”. Collected in 
the former Soviet Georgia by English plantsman, Roy Lancaster. 

Veronica repens „Sunshine‟ Low-growing form, with blue flowers above chartreuse-gold leaves. Suitable for 

the front of the border or rock garden. Prefers full sun. 

VERONICASTRUM    

virginicum 'Apollo' 

Long candle-like flowers of reddish-purple, forming a candelabra. Foliage is dark 

green to maroon when 1st emerging in spring. 

Veronicastrum virginicum Elegant late summer color. 4-5‟ spikes of white flowers, possibly tinted pale pink. 

Long-blooming. 

VIOLA    'Etain' Soft yellow flowers, edged with soft blue-lilac. Blooms from very early spring 

until summer heat arrives. Clumping habit. A real cutey.. 

VIOLA    Gem Antique Shades Pastel apricot, lavender, pink hues, great weather resistance and long season of 

bloom, very showy, vigorous and spreading, 6”.  Zone 4 
VIOLA    'Purple Babyface' Rich purple flowers with a white center and black markings making the "face". 

Height 6". Zones 4-8. Part Shade.  

VIOLA    'Rebecca' Pale creamy-yellow flowers with a deep, blue purple swirled margin. Fragrant. 

VIOLA    'Tiger Eye' Golden yellow flowers with chocolate brown streaking outward from the center. 

Blooms from spring until it gets hot. 
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PERENNIAL POINTERS: 
 

Kennedy‟s recommends planting perennials (with some exceptions) in well-drained soil with 

peat moss and cow manure.  Mulch added to the surface is also suggested to aid in moisture 

retention and to help prevent weeds from competing for water and nutrients.  Feed perennials 

with one application of granular fertilizer in spring. We recommend deadheading or removal of 

spent flowers, this will give your garden a neater, fresher look and may also encourage more 

flowers. The right amount of water (not too much and not too little) is very important for the 

plant‟s survival, especially the first season. A general rule for dividing perennials- If it flowers in 

the spring divide in fall and if flowers in fall divide in spring. Many perennials like to be put to 

bed in winter with a layer of salt marsh hay.  If you have any questions do not hesitate to ask one 

of Kennedy‟s perennial experts. 

 

Kennedy’s perennial helpers: 
Complete Planting Mix: A mixture of top soil, peat moss and manure.  This can be added to 

your soil when planting.  Especially good for sandy soils. 

Liquid Plant Starter:  This formula is the best thing you can do for new plants. 

MNLA Country Gardener 5-10-5:  An excellent one time yearly fertilizer. 

Soil Conditioner:  Improves soil quality.  The answer to growing perennials in poorly drained 

soil. 

Salt Marsh Hay:  Perfect for mulching your perennial investment in winter.  Apply after the 

ground freezes in early winter.  This should keep the rodents away and the ground from heaving.
